insights into your teaching or leadership practices, with the ultimate aim
to improve outcomes for the pupils you work with

The cost of undertaking the Chartered Teacher Programme with us is
£900. This includes the Chartered College’s registration, assessment
and accreditation fees (£634 in total), so everything is covered.

Participants will need to be eligible for and hold full membership of the
Chartered College of Teaching from the point of registration until the
point of award, and must maintain membership in order to retain
Chartered Teacher Status.

They will need to have a minimum of three years experience as a
practising classroom teacher at the point of final award.
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
